As COVID-19 restrictions come to an end, foreign visitors have been returning to Paris. And
outdoor booksellers called “bouquinistes” have now (13 ) their return to the neighborhood
near city’s famous Seine River. Many thought the pandemic would end their businesses and
tradition of selling by the Seine River, ( 14 ) dates back over 500 years.

Rachid Bouanou is a former sailor and fishing boat mechanic. He is now a bookseller. He
opened his large, green wooden container of used books, placed on a wall (15 ) the river
in the heart of Paris. He sells the secondhand books to visitors as they pass by. He smiled as he
said, “T used to be a sailor ... but I always loved books, beautiful books, and I thought ( 16 )
not share this passion and share the books and authors I love with other people. We're helping

people discover books, new authors.”

The city council recently (17 ) Bouanou and 17 other new riverside booksellers, the first
since 2019. This brings the total number of booksellers along the three-kilometer stretch of the
river to 230.

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In the first survey of its kind, consuming veggies and fruits was confirmed to help lower the
risk of death among Japanese who partook of them on a daily basis.

A team of researchers from the National Cancer Center and Yokohama City University
released its findings to support the crops’ significance, while their potential health effects have
traditionally been emphasized.

“It is the first time that clear effects of vegetable and fruit consumption on the mortality risk
have been reported in a study targeting Japanese,” said Atsushi Goto, an epidemiology
professor at the university’s Graduate School of Data Science, who was involved in the
research.

Tracking more than 90,000 individuals in Japan for 20 years, the correlations between the
intake of vegetables and fruits and the likelihood of death were made clear through one of the
nation’s largest surveys.

As veggies and fruits are rich in vitamins, minerals, dietary fiber and other nutrients, they are
said to be good for the health. Previous research on individuals in Europe and the United States
had already found that consuming vegetables and fruits lessen the risk of death. But the impact
of eating the crops on Asians’ probability of death had remained unclear, because their genetic
backgrounds and lifestyles are different.

The team conducted a questionnaire survey on the dietary habits of about 95,000 men and
women between the ages 40 to 69 in 11 urban and rural locations nationwide in 1995 and 1998.

The amount and frequency of their consumption of vegetables and fruits were estimated, so
that respondents could be divided into five groups based on intakes of vegetables and also into
five groups based on intakes of fruits.

Their fatality risk was then assessed. About 24,000 individuals died during the 20-year research
period.

According to the outcomes, those who eat more fruits are 8 to 9 percent less likely to () perish
than those who consume little crops. A 7- to 8-percent risk improvement was seen among
people who partake of more vegetables as well.

By cause of death, having more fruits proved helpful in reducing the likelihood of death
associated with heart failure, myocardial infarction* and other cardiovascular* problems by
9 percent. Referring to the analysis results, the researchers concluded that the daily
consumption of at least 300 grams of veggies or at least 140 grams of fruits will contribute to
lowered risks of death.

It should be noted, however, that eating vegetables or fruits in larger amounts than the
minimum necessary does not mean the probability of death will lessen correspondingly. “I
would like people to check out the latest findings among other criteria to decide how many
veggies and fruits to consume (g from here on out,” Goto said.

At the end of a long day at work in the offices of Japan’s professional baseball league, Asumi
Fujiwara returned to her apartment and (13 ) into pajamas. She wanted to get in a light
workout before going to bed, so she placed her vinyl yoga mat on the floor in front of the toilet,
rolling it past the single kitchen burner and the one-slot toaster and toward the foot of her desk.

After a bit of stretching, she stood to get into the warrior position. Instead of extending her

A real estate developer, Spilytus, has been leading the charge toward ever-( 18 ) spaces. It
has been operating these shoebox apartments since 2015, and with more than 1,500 residents
now in its 100 buildings, demand has remained strong.

While the units are half the size of an (19 ) studio apartment in Tokyo, they have 4-meter

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Services to facilitate comfortable (a) mobility for wheelchair users are becoming more widely
available in Japan as part of attempts to eliminate inconveniences at train stations, airports or
when getting on and off public transportation. Operators hope that their services will help

people in wheelchairs find it easy to go on trips.

Four air and land transportation companies have conducted a trial in which they shared
information needed to help wheelchair users and supported smooth transits for them by working
in relay. In the test in February, All Nippon Airways, East Japan Railway Co., Tokyo Monorail
Co. and Kyoto-based taxi operator MK Co. shared information entered by wheelchair users
when booking airline tickets, such as the degree of assistance they need and their wheelchair
characteristics. The shared information enabled people in wheelchairs to request assistance in

an integrated way.

Participants in the trial went from central Tokyo to Tokyo International Airport at Haneda via
JR East’s Yamanote Line, and boarded flights to Osaka International Airport. Upon arrival,
they traveled in Kyoto, Osaka and Hyogo prefectures by MK cabs. Using location information
from the participants’ smartphones, attendants and others were on standby at train stations and
airports, saving the users the trouble of having to contact transportation companies individually

to get transit assistance.

Nahoko Horie, a social welfare worker in a wheelchair who was involved in the development
of the information-sharing system, often hesitates to travel because of difficulty getting around.
She said she can make only one trip a year at most. After taking part in the trial, however, she

said with a smile, “I was very impressed with how smoothly I was able to move around. ”

The information sharing also enables the transportation service providers offering assistance to
respond flexibly in the event of transit delays or other problems. The four companies hope to
expand their cooperation to involve more partners in order to put the system into practical use
as soon as possible. Juichi Hirasawa, executive vice president of ANA, said enthusiastically,
“We plan to expand (the assistance services) steadily in the country so that many people can

enjoy comfortable travel.”

In a similar initiative, a project to assist mobility for people in wheelchairs at commercial
facilities and train stations has been launched. Started in February by Kawasaki Heavy
Industries Ltd. and Pasona Tech Inc., an affiliate of major staffing agency Pasona Group Inc.,
the project suggests optimal routes of passage within buildings. With an indoor map displayed
on a smartphone app, it indicates barrier-free routes that are easy for such people to navigate,
such as those using elevators. The two companies envision introducing the system at train

stations, airports and commercial facilities.

Since the system also uses mobile phone signals, location information can be obtained even
indoors and underground, although such settings are out of the reach of GPS signals. Since
beacons* used to determine indoor locations are not required, the system is helpful not only for
wheelchair users but also for facility operators. The companies aim to introduce the system at

100 facilities by the end of May 2023 to support comfortable travel.
